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The importance of 'careers' can be underplayed, but not undermined. Starting with
recruitment and ending with retirement, issues like promotions, pay-scales, postings affect every
employee. Inour case, since we belong to the All India Services, having dual de-facto employers,
viz. the GOI and the state govt., our careers are contingent upon our placements, at both the levels.
While this deputation model helpfully exposes us to the practical rigours innate to the district
postings, the diverse delivery matrix of the state departments and pan-India exposure and cosmic
worldview of the Govt. of India, it also brings in with itself, unwarranted uncertainties and
disparities in the intra-service career profiles.

From an IAS officer's point of view, there are two junctures, where perceived transparency
and equity exudes a feeling of contentment and happiness, namely DM postings and GOI
deputations. Though it may not be entirely implementable for a plethora of reasons, sequential
placement of IAS officers as DMs on the basis of seniority and experience may provide a level-
playing field to the officers and give all, at least one chance to perform as DMs. Similarly, the
sending of names for Govt. of India at a particular level of seniority should be made more
pragmatic and officer-friendly as under the AIS norms, both the State Govt. and Govt. of India
need the services of an officer, at some point or the other. The idea of 'first apply, first go' (to the
extent possible) can help make the interested officers less restive — and, also perhaps, less pairvi-
seeking. Also, at a time when people can serve the Govt. of India without any prior experience of
working in the Govt. through lateral entry, the pre-requisite of IAS officers having to serve in
Govt. of India for empanelment at higher levels should also need a relook.

Having said all this, one would like to clarify that the above suggestions are neither an
indictment of the existing system, nor a case of sour grapes. These are just meant to make things
easier both for the Government - which has to face unnecessary pulls and strings, and the officers,
who have to perforce use them.

Bureaucratic Blues
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The Rules of the Babu Game

I have for some time been convinced that
Moses (of Old Testament fame) was the original
bureaucrat. The anecdotal evidence is convincing.
He offered to his peoples the Promised Land—and
then made them wander around in the desert for 40
years. He was adept at beating around the bush, till
one of them caught fire and he called it an act of
God! He was wont to deliver sermons from raised
areas which no one understood. And here's the
clinching one—he framed the first set of Conduct
Rules, which came to be known as the Ten
Commandments. And a fine set of rules except
perhaps for that one about not coveting thy
neighbour's wife, which contradicts a subsequent
sub-rule which exhorts one to love thy neighbour,
and we all know that the later rule supersedes the
earlier one.

The true descendent of Moses is the IAS,
not the state of Israel. An IAS officer is at his best
when he is drafting all manner of rules—if they are
incomprehensible, he is happy, and if they are
unimplementable, then he is overjoyed. I'd like to
share a few I've had the good fortune to encounter
during my career.

Have you wondered why government
servants are so short-sighted? It's the rules, stupid!
In the early eighties I was posted as a joint secretary
in the finance department at Shimla. My duties
involved approving claims for medical
reimbursement. Those days contact lenses were
deemed to be a cosmetic procedure and their
expenses were not reimbursable. One day I

understand the rules which govern rules. The most
important rule in government is the rule of
precedents. A precedent, once set, is sacrosanct,
notwithstanding all other rules. Once you allow
something for one person you cannot deny it to
others. So let this judge have his bloody contact
lenses—after all, how can a lowly finance secretary
refuse a mighty High Court judge? And hereinafter
all of us can also have contact lenses!” And that's
how contact lenses are now reimbursable. We now
have more IAS officers adorned with the lenses
than starlets in Bollywood.

Rule number two: In 2007, after years of
subsisting on bread and water, I finally built myself
a cottage in Mashobra, intending to spend my
dotage refreshing my knowledge of the birds and
the bees. I applied for a gas connection from the
Civil Supplies Corporation for the new house.

Thirdly, once she started living
separately who knew what might happen?—she
might get used to the idea! Fourthly, Mashobra has
a lot of retired defence services officers who spend
all their time looking for lost golf balls and single
women.

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Two Strangers in a Train:

It was the summer of 1990. As Indian
Railway (Traffic) Service probationers, my friend
and I travelled by train from Lucknow to Delhi.
Two MPs were also travelling in the same bogie.
That was fine, but the behaviour of some 12 people
who were travelling with them without reservation
was terrifying. They forced us to vacate our
reserved berths and sit on the luggage, and passed
obscene and abusive comments. We cowered in
fright and squirmed with rage. It was a harrowing
night in the company of an unruly battalion; we
were on edge, on the thin line between honour and
dishonour. All other passengers seemed to have
vanished, along with the Travelling Ticket
Examiner.

We reached Delhi the next morning without
being physically harmed by the goons, though we
were emotionally wrecked. My friend was so
traumatised she decided to skip the next phase of
training in Ahmedabad and stayed back in Delhi. I
decided to carry on since another batchmate was
joining me. (She is Utpalparna Hazarika, now
Executive Director, Railway Board). We boarded
an overnight train to Gujarat's capital, this time
without reservations as there wasn't enough time to
arrange for them. We had been wait-listed.

We met the TTE of the first class bogie, and
told him how we had to get to Ahmedabad. The
train was heavily booked, but he politely led us to a
coupe to sitas he tried to help us. I looked at the two
potential co-travellers, two politicians, as could be
discerned from their white khadi attire, and
panicked. “They're decent people, regular
travellers on this route, nothing to worry,” the TTE
assured us. One of them was in his mid-forties with
anormal, affectionate face, and the other in his late-

thirties with a warm but somewhat impervious

expression. They readily made space for us by
almost squeezing themselves to one corner.

They introduced themselves as two BJP
leaders from Gujarat. The names were told but
quickly forgotten as names of co-passengers were
inconsequential at that moment. We also
introduced ourselves as two Railway service
probationers from Assam. The conversation turned
to different topics, particularly in the areas of
History and the Polity. My friend, a post-graduate
in History from Delhi University and very
intelligent, took part. I too chipped in. The
discussion veered around to the formation of the
Hindu Mahasabha and the Muslim League.

The senior one was an enthusiastic
participant. The younger one mostly remained
quiet, but his body language conveyed his total
mental involvement in what was being discussed,
though he hardly contributed. Then I mentioned
Syama Prasad Mookerjee's death, why it was still
considered a mystery by many. He suddenly asked:
“How do you know about Syama Prasad
Mookerjee?” I had to tell him that when my father
was a post-graduate student in Calcutta University,
as its Vice-Chancellor he had arranged a
scholarship for the young man from Assam. [My
father often reminisced about that and regretted his
untimely death (in June 1953 atthe age of 51).

The younger man then almost looked away
and spoke in a hushed tone almost to himself: “It's
good they know so many things...”

Suddenly the senior man proposed: “Why
don't you join our party in Gujarat?” We both
laughed it off, saying we were not from Gujarat.
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The younger man then forcefully interjected: “So
what? We don't have any problem on that. We
welcome talent in our State.” I could see a sudden
spark in his calm demeanour.

The food arrived, four vegetarian thalis. We
ate in silence. When the pantry-car manager came
to take the payment, the younger man paid for all of
us. [ muttered a feeble 'thank you', but he almost
dismissed that as something utterly trivial. I
observed at that moment that he had a different kind
of glow in his eyes, which one could hardly miss.
Herarely spoke, mostly listened.

The TTE then came and informed us the
train was packed and he couldn't arrange berths for
us. Both men immediately stood up and said: “It's
okay, we'll manage.” They swiftly spread a cloth on
the floor and went to sleep, while we occupied the
berths.

What a contrast! The previous night we had
felt very insecure travelling with a bunch of

politicians, and here we were travelling with two
politicians in a coupe, with no fear.

The next morning, when the train neared
Ahmedabad, both of them asked us about our
lodging arrangements in the city. The senior one
told us that in case of any problem, the doors of his
house were open for us. There was some kind of
genuine concern in the voice or the facial contours
of the otherwise apparently inscrutable younger

one, and he told us: “I'm like anomad, I don't have a
proper home to invite you but you can accept his
offer of safe shelter in this new place.”

We thanked them for that invitation and
assured them that accommodation was not going to
be a problem for us.

Before the train came to a stop, I pulled out
my diary and asked them for their names again. |
didn't want to forget the names of two large-hearted
fellow passengers who almost forced me to revise
my opinion about politicians in general. [ scribbled
down the names quickly as the train was about to
stop: Shankersinh Vaghela and Narendra Modi.

I wrote on this episode in an Assamese
newspaper in 1995. It was a tribute to two unknown
politicians from Gujarat for giving up their comfort
ungrudgingly for the sake of two bens from Assam.
When I wrote that, I didn't have the faintest idea
that these two people were going to become so
prominent, or that I would hear more about them
later. When Mr. Vaghela became Chief Minister of
Gujarat in 1996, I was glad. When Mr. Modi took
office as Chief Minister in 2001, I felt elated. And
now, he is the Prime Minister of India.

Every time I see him on TV, I remember
that warm meal, that gentle courtesy, caring and
sense of security that we got that night far from
home in a train, and bow my head.

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Book Review

Nabokov's Favourite Word is Mauve

Mostnon-geeks like me are scared of data analytics and algorithms. Chancing upon this book was a
bit serendipitous because it enabled me to get a nodding acquaintance at least with data analytics. And it
was pleasurable; no hard slog. (I was able to skip the algorithm part)

In order to urge ratification of the American Constitution in the late 18th century,James Madison,
Alexander Hamilton and John Jay each wrote essays that appeared in newspapers under the pseudonym
“Publius”.There was a total of 85 essays, collectively known as The Federalist Papers, but no one took
credit for any individual essay until decades later. Strangely, twelve of the essays were claimed both by
Madison and Hamilton. Piquancy and interest marked the controversy for their own because both the
claimants were well known figures-two of the Founding Fathers.

The controversy simmered on for almost two centuries without any definite conclusion. In 1963
two statistics professors, Wallace and Mosteller, put forward evidence in“Inference in an Authorship
Problem” that would end the debate. Their system was objective and detailed. It required close counting. It
quantified writing styles. It succeeded where qualitative arguments had not carried conviction.
Incidentally, the author of the book under review is also a statistician.

The two looked at the frequency of hundreds of words, which was not easy to do in 1963.They took
copies of each essay and dissected them, cutting the words apart and arranging them (by hand) in
alphabetical order. At one point the authors wrote,” during this operation a deep breath created a storm of
confetti and a permanent enemy.”Now, with computers, what used to take months can be done in a few
hours.

The uniqueness of fingerprints is well-known. Fingerprints don't tell you anything about the
suspects by themselves. The identification process only works if you have a set of the suspect's fingerprints
to compare against an unknown fingerprint. What if the same could be done for books?Mosteller and
Wallace's method suggests that writers have a fingerprint, too. Authors leave a pattern of words wherever
they write.

Mosteller and Wallace came to the conclusion that the 12 disputed essays were written by Madison.
This conclusion has stood the test of time.

Blatt has tried the “fingerprint” system on the works of a large number of authors and the system
has usually come out trumps. He has used the system to find out that there are differences in writing styles
between male and female authors. He has also found that even when authors write under different
pseudonyms and write different genres, the writing style remains the same.

J.K. Rowling has written three detective novels under the name of Robert Galbraith. She was trying
to change her style. The Galbraith books are detective novels for Mugglesadults while the entirety of
Rowling consists of the Harry Potter books, full of magic and geared towards young adults. This is a major
shift. Yet the finger print of Rowling and Galbraith is the same.
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On the other hand, a theory was floated at one time that J.D.Salinger and Thomas Pynchon were the
same person. Blatt has used the “finger print” method to work out that they are different persons

Clichés are not supposed to be good. When Martin Amiss published his book of literary criticism,
he called it,” The War Against Cliché.” Amiss writes that,”all writing is a campaign against cliché.Not just
clichés of the pen but clichés of the mind and clichés of the heart.” Blatt has worked out which authors are
prone to use clichés and also their favourite ones.

The problem with clichés, however, is how to define them. Joseph Heller named his book Catch-22
which was so original and memorable that people started to copy him until it became a cliché. Shakespeare
coined phrases such as "all that glitters is not gold,” “dead as a doornail,” heart of gold," in a pickle,” and
“wild goose chase.” All these rose to the level of clichés.

A small digression. In a Wodehouse novel, two characters are discussing the respective merits of
Shakespeare and Wodehouse. The Wodehouse supporter won the argument hands down: “Bah,
Shakespeare, he is nothing but a string of quotations.”

Since [ have digressed, [ can not resist the temptation of sharing another good one with my readers
though it is completely out of context:”’One martini is allright. Two are too many and three are not enough.”
(James Thurber)

James Patterson and Tom Clancy churn out large number of books with the help of co-authors.
Blatt has shown that though the names of the co-authors do not figure prominently on the cover, each co-
author has his own “fingerprint”. So, if you like a particular book, you should note the name of the co-
author and buy more of the books where he is the co-author.

There is also a chapter about the US English vs the U.K. English. It goes beyond the usual things
like different words and different spellings. The writer has devised a “loudness” scale and has come to the
conclusion, not surprisingly, that the Americans arelouder.

I finished the book with a slight sense of bafflement. There used to be a big controversy about the
real author of Shakespeare's works. As many as 80 persons were stated to be the real authors, but the two
writers who figured most prominently in the list were Sir Francis Bacon and Christopher Marlowe. It
would have been wonderful if Blatt had applied the “fingerprinting” test to this controversy which has still
notbeen conclusively settled.

An enjoyable and instructive read.Some portions can be skipped.

Heimlich Maneuvre

“Each year, many people die from choking on objects that obstruct their airways and cause
suffocation. Chokimg is in fact the fourth leading cause of unintententional death.

However, there is a simple technique you can use to help expel a trapped object frm another
person's airway. You can use even a version of this technique on yourself.

The technique is called Heimlich Maneuvre, or abdominal thrust. Abdominal thrusts lift your
diaphragm and expel air from your lumgs, This causes the foreign object to be expelled from your airway.

The Red Cross also recommends including five back blows, although some institutes, such as the
American Heart Association, don't teach this technique.”

This post is of relevance in the context of the fact that the death of Air Marshal
Subroto Mukhrjee had been caused due to choking of his windpipe. He had had an illustrious career and
was called the "Father of the Indian Air Force". He was one of the passengers in Air India's first ever flight
to Tokyo in November 1960. On 8 November 1960, he was having a meal in a restaurant in Tokyo with a
friend, when a piece of food lodged in his windpipe, choking him to death. The next day his body was flown
to Palam Airport, New Delhi, where he was cremated with full military honours on 10 November 1960.
Choking, a life-threatening medical emergency, is caused when a piece of food or other object gets stuck in
the upper airway. When swallowing occurs, the trachea is covered by a flap called the epiglottis, which
prevents food from entering the lungs.

Shri Ravindra Kumar, a native of Bihar, is an ex-
Seafarer, IAS Officer, Mountaineer, Author and a
person with strong social welfare orientation.

Mr. Kumar is the first and only IAS Officer
of India, who has climbed Mt. Everest. He is also
only civil servant of India as well as one of few
distinguished Indians, who has scaled Mount
Everest from it's both popular routes, North Col
(China) as well as South Col (Nepal) routes.

His first scale of Everest in 2013 from
Nepal (south) route was inspired by Sikkim
Earthquake of 2011, where mountaineers were
called for search and rescue mission post
earthquake in Sikkim. His second Everest
Expeditionin 2015 was organized with a mission to
spread awareness about importance of Sanitation
in India through 'Swachh Bharat Abhiyan', which
was flagged off by Hon'ble Prime Minister of India
Shri Narendra Modi.

CM and DM

This incident relates to the 1950s, when Bihar Keshari Dr Shri Krishna Sinha was the Chief
Minister of Bihar.

Once, Shri Babu was invited to visit a district headquarters to grace and address a workers'
conference organised there by an acolyte. The organisers were present at the air-strip with a hoard of
supporters to receive the CM. As per protocol, the DM was also present to welcome the CM. No sooner the
plane with CM aboard landed than the crowd started raising slogans in favour of CM but against the DM.
After coming out of the aircraft, Shri Babu heard the slogans and strongly disliked this activity.

Taking exceptions to the slogans, Shri Babu put his hand on the shoulder of the DM, and lest he
should feel demoralised, took him aside to assuage his feelings and said to him, “DM Saheb, I feel hurt by
the slogans, because you are the leading instrument of administration in this district. You are the eyes and
ears of Government, responsible for faithfully executing its orders without fear.”

Years later, a goon of the ruling party created havoc in the district and the DM strongly dealt with
him for sake of restoring public order. When the goon complained against the DM through political
channels to Government, the DM instantly received marching orders, which he obeyed and overnight
moved out of his district.

Philip Mason on DM and SP

Philip Mason (1906-1999) served as a member of the ICS in pre-Independence and authored the
famous chronicle, The Men Who Ruled India under the pseudonym Philip Woodruft.

He has defined below the relationship between the DM and SP as it obtained after enactment of the
Police Act, 1861. The same concept has continued in the system over the years. I hope, it will be of interest
to the our young members who have either been or are prospective DMs:

“In 1861, the District Magistrate handed over to the Superintendent of Police some of his old
functions. But he remained responsible for everything that happened in his district and yet acquired a
colleague, not a subordinate. The Superintendent was responsible for the discipline in his force; the district
officer was his director in matters of wide policy, not his superior. The one could not order the other to move
a constable. There were bound to be occasions when the Magistrate disbelieved a case the Superintendent
thought genuine. And in every district there were plenty of people anxious to play off Superintendent
against Magistrate. They would make skillful insinuations to one against the subordinates of the other.
They would watch for the least sign of a rift. Altogether, it was an arrangement particularly English which
worked very well. When there was pettiness or spite on one side, things were difficult, but usually there was
enough generosity on the other to make up forit.”
