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From Secretary's Desk

Dear Colleagues,

This is the third quarter of the current year and thus, we are on the verge of crossing
Vanaprastha of another year. For the service members, it means advancing of one more year
of age, inching one year closer to retirement and adding one more year of seniority. For the
service, it means the induction of few more members and retirement of few members from
active service. However, going beyond these facts and figures, which happen on auto mode,
our reflection should perhaps be, on the balance sheet, the profit and loss account of our
society and the state, resulting through the job roles, we have been ordained to perform,
which answered the question as to what the society and the state gained through our
performance or what they stood to lose. After spending 30 years in the service, sometimes [
feel that we have got used to thinking in terms of target to target, scheme to scheme. We are
seldom moulded or coaxed by the system to think in terms of the resultant impact on the
development of the society and the state, beyond the achievement of quantitative targets.

The public expenditure is certainly on an ascending path, a figure of GSDP growth rate
can also be quoted to show the ascendancy. Committed expenditure is increasing, not only
due to routine annual increments but also due to creation of more jobs, so is the increasing
capital expenditure. But has it substantially changed the face of Musahar tolas, which we
have visited during our field tenures, 10 or 20 or 30 years ago? Has it brought down - the rush
of scantily clad people (whom collectively we call by the name of 'labours') boarding the
trains in search of jobs in the agriculture fields of other states, or in the legally or illegally run
factories in mega, tier Il and tier III towns? Has it brought down the jobseekers as the lowly
paid manual service providers from our state, struggling, on the shining streets and posh
apartments of the metropolis, to make the two ends meet, living in slums in inhuman
conditions, to save money so that their families left behind in villages of Bihar can have two
time meals? Will these people get our attention except when they die in fire or industrial
accidents due to inhuman and illegal working conditions?

We should perhaps start to evaluate the impact of our actions on raising the standard of
living and the quality of life of the last person in the queue - the Musahar boy we saw during
our probation or SDO days, playing in the mud with the pigs; the half-clad boys and girls
swarming the white cars or gypsies of government officials, with eyes gleaming in
expectations: the graduate boy or girl, we met in our offices, who struggle to put forth their
demand in grammatically correct Hindi. Parting with an apology, if I am sounding too
pessimistic, I wish to see you again in the next issue.

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Reminiscences

- SP Jakhanwal, TIAS (1963)

A TREASURE NOT SO HIDDEN

In the middle of 1965, while undertaking settlement training in then Shahabad
district, I received a government notification posting me as Subdivisional Magistrate
of Siwan in Saran district. The notification, inter alia, vested in me first class
magisterial powers as envisaged in CrPC. (old Shahabad district has since been
divided in four districts and Siwan subdivision has been upgraded as a district with
lesser number of blocks than what was in Siwan as a subdivision).

Those days, taking over and handing over charge of a subdivision comprised
two specific components:

(I Top Secret Documents;

(i1) Inventory in the Strong Room of the subtreasury mostly made of judicial,
non-judicial and revenue stamps and papers.

Of the above two, the second was the most cumbersome and time-consuming
process. Even though 3-4 officers helped in counting stamp papers, it took 4-6 hours
depending on the volume of stamp papers in the inventory. During sixties, value could
be around Rs. 20-30 lakhs in a place like Siwan. By the time I joined, Siwan
subtreasury had already been converted into a non-banking subtreasury.

The new comers to the administrative services may wonder why the government
laid so much of importance to treasury work in subdivisional and district
headquarters. Reasons are quite simple:

First, registration process (through use of stamp papers and levy of fees)
yielded a substantial source of annual state government revenues;

Second, some cases of defalcation were detected in strong room inventory of
stamp papers; and

Third, treasuries and subtreasuries formed the fulcrum of government finances
and accounting system.

During a physical verification of inventory at Siwan sub-treasury, a very
interesting incident took place. Toward the end of the verification, I came out into the
abutting verandah where the armed guards used to stand and keep 24-hour vigil on the
strong room. I saw a few old steel trunks stacked over one another on one side of the
verandah: some were locked, some without locks; some in good condition and some
in totters.




Just out of curiosity I enquired of the guards as what was in these steel trunks.
Absolute silence — no word from any of the guards. (a section of 1-4 armed police
personnel generally guards subtreasury on roster basis). I turned to officers and staff
who were nearby to assist me in sub-treasury verification. Again, absolute silence.
This stone-like silence perturbed me. Initially, I surmised that these trunks contained
clothes and articles of necessity of the police constables on duty.

I was in a dilemma. Should I ignore these 'small' things? Should I get deeper into
the matter as the subtreasury premises are areas to be fully secured and protected?

An address by the former Commissioner of Tezpur delivered at the National
Academy of Administration to IAS probationers, when we were there, flashed in my
mind. When the Chinese had almost reached Tezpur, Commissioner had to perform
the unpleasant duty of destroying the currency in the treasury and record a certificate
to this effect. In spite of all precautions taken by him, he had said, some allegations of
mishandling flew in his face. He had shared his experience to hammer a message to
the probationers, which rang in my ears : 'Be extremely careful and be ready to answer
for every rupee of public or government fund handled by you'.

Somehow, I decided to stay put. In the presence of about 8-10 people (armed
guards, officers and staff), I asked a staff on duty to move the steel box, stacked at the

top, to the floor in the middle of the verandah and open its lid. He complied.

Here sprang one of the greatest surprises of my life! A treasure not so hidden
from daily gaze was discovered! The box was almost half full of gold and silver
jewellery pieces. How could I stop? Other steel boxes had similar mix of jewelleries.
While silver pieces looked tarnished, the gold ones were quite shining (prior to Gold
Control Order issued in 1962-63 in the aftermath of Indo- Chinse War, gold jewellery
usually was of 22-24 karat purity.

Gossips and rumours started getting wings. Most credible was the whisper that
the jewellery items were part of the voluntary donation to the National Defence Fund
made in 1962 and 1963.

I recalled my days in late 1962 and early 1963 when a clarion call of national
leaders to donate liberally to the National Defence Fund was returned with unforeseen
enthusiasm. I had seen women (both rural and urban) in balconies taking out their ear
rings, necklace, even mangalsutra and throwing into the bags used by the volunteers.

People genuinely felt that hard won freedom was under threat. This was
patriotism par excellence, seeking no material return.

Here was a challenge to be faced. Decision had to be taken on spot; advice or
order from the district collector or the government, was not expected the same day.




I thought the first thing was to get each and every piece listed, marked, tagged and
stored in a safe and secure place. Nazarat Deputy Collector was asked to get a
goldsmith with a sensitive balance and Kasauti from a local reputed ornament shop.
Probably, a photographer of the sub-divisional information office was alsoroped in. A
senior magistrate (second or third officer) was asked to personally oversee.

Each jewellery piece was taken out from boxes one-by- one. A tag was attached
to each piece which gave brief description (like ear ring/necklace/kangan), size,
weight, etc. Each piece was numbered and recorded in a Register. This register was
signed by the gold smith, and magistrate. The pieces were put back in steel boxes and
locked. Seals were placed on locks. Boxes were placed inside the Strong Room
under Double Lock. At this stage, I cannot recollect total weight or value of the
unexpected 'find'.

The whole operation should have taken 8-10 hours.

I sent a special report, in a confidential cover, to the concerned superior
authorities. Obviously, advice was sought as to how to proceed further in the matter.

The incident took place about 58 years back. After six decades, I sit down
reflecting with the following observations:

WILLINGNESS TO MAKE EXTREME SACRIFICE

When the Indo Chinese war was at its peak in October- November,1962, 1 was
appearing at UPSC Examination (higher level written papers). I could witness a
spontaneous outburst of patriotism and willingness to make sacrifice for the country;

RESPECT FOR AND HONOUR TO ARMED FORCES

Media reports from front lines evoked respect for the soldiers at the borders.
Whenever, a soldier would be spotted at a railway platform or bus stand, people
would shower flowers and offer whatever little they could afford;
ADMINISTRATION ROSE TO THE OCCASION

Field Administration did its best to channelize the enthusiasm of the people;
families of soldiers residing in remote villages drew sympathy, attention and care;
ADMINISTRATION, AT TIMES, BECAME LAX IN HANDLING DONATION

Had local administration been careful and vigilant, instances of handling
donation without adequate record keeping, could have been avoided.

The Inspection visits to schools helped me imbibe the importance of action on the
ground. The Review Meetings helped me understand the need for continuous follow
up. The sessions at Collector Sir's Court taught me how to deliver justice. The weekly
Janata Darbar taught me to be accessible to the public and be efficient in tracking the
right course of action through the right chain of command. The preparation for
upcoming elections helped me appreciate the meticulous efforts needed to preserve
our democracy.

On a lighter note, I was able to learn to live independently. I learnt how to
communicate articulately. I also learnt that it is important to respect our office staff and
work with them as a team, yet be stern about the quantity and quality work. The city
also offers a lot to explore from the Bihar Museum to Gandhi Maidan.

Achievement

Water Management in East Champaran District

East Champaran is one of the biggest districts in Bihar in terms of land and
population. It is situated in the northern part of Bihar where it shares its borders with
Nepal. The district is historically and culturally important as it witnessed the visit of
Mahatma Gandhi in 1917 when Satyagraha was launched as the initial move of the
during freedom struggle which culminated in Independence of India in 1947. The
district s affected by floods brought up by Gandak and Budhi-gandak rivers and their
tributaries.
Under the umbrella of Jal Jeevan Hariyali Abhiyan of government of Bihar
which started in year 2019-20, the district administration undertook a drive for water
conservation, water source rejuvenation and afforestation works on a large scale. On
the basis of results achieved under these works, the efforts of district administration
were lauded at the national level.
“East Champaran was ranked 1" in East Zone for the 3" National Water
Awards-2020 which were delivered by honourable President of India on the
29" March, 2022 at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi.
East Champaran district received Elets 2" Water and Sanitation Innovation
Awards-2021 in the area of Rain Water Harvesting. This Award was given in
partnership with Ministry of Jal Shakti, Government of India.”

Brief description of the works done:

1. Area of implementation-

A majority of works was started during Covid-19 lock down when mounting
employment needs of migrant workers were satisfied through such projects. The
efforts made towards rejuvenation of the dying river Dhanauti on the sides of Motihari
and revival beautification and starting of water sports in “Motijheel” were appreciated
by society.
2.Pre and Postimplementation scenario-

The twin of flood and drought is a regular feature of this area. In recent years the
occurrence of floods has increased due to excessive siltation in natural drainages and
breaches in the embankments, Gradual fall in ground water levels and poor status of
plantation was another matter of concern.

Under the Jal Jeevan Hariyali Mission of government of Bihar, the district
administration of East Champaran undertook a comprehensive programme for
rejuvenation of dead rivers, ponds, wetlands and wells, construction of farm ponds
and construction of soak pits/recharge pits near public hand pumps, wells etc. This




was supported by dense plantation drive on the banks of water structures. In a recent
survey conducted by Public Health Engineering Department, it was found that water
level of the district was increased up to 3 feet in June 2020 as compared with June
2019. Under the project 'A Pond in every Village', 315 ponds have been rejuvenated
and beautified with plantation and paver block pathways and park benches, which is
now a centre of attraction among villagers. The Chief Minister of Bihar, Shri Nitish
Kumar praised East Champaran district for the work of pond renovation through a live
webcasting on Jal Jeevan Hariyali.

3. Efforts made for Rejuvenation of Rivers, restoration of river banks and
preservation of flood-prone plains-

Several big and small rivers pass through the land of East Champaran, Gandak,
Budhi Gandak, Sikrahna to name a few. The National Mission for Clean Ganga
prescribes district wise activities that can be taken up for Rejuvenation of Rivers with
focus on support for migrant workers returning home. The mission has made a
mention of 'an abandoned and sluggish channel of Sikrahna river, called Dhanauti'
which dried up and stopped flowing because of siltation.”

The river, which was shown 200-300 feet wide in maps, had been reduced as a drain at
many places.

Amidst such needs, the district administration started the Rejuvenation of
Dhanauti river with an aim to provide employment to migrant workers under
MNREGA. In April 2020, thousands of migrant labourers were mobilized and
involved in the ambitious project of rejuvenation of Dhanauti river, with observance
of precautions prescribed under Covid-19. Efforts were made to restore the banks and
to preserve flood-prone plains at many locations along the course of river.

Presently, the task is in progress and the river has already started taking its natural
shape. Water is flowing freely into it. Various kinds of birds and aquatic species have
made their home into the river. A River Front has been developed on its banks at
Banjariya block, which has an eye catching spectacle.

4. Creation of Artificial Recharge Structures and upkeep of the existing recharge
system:

The district started 1500 works of Artificial recharge structures of which total
1348 have been completed. These structures include construction of soak pits near
public hand pumps and water discharge section of houses of vulnerable class. Most of
these soak pits are still functioning and the responsibility of maintaining them lies
with society. Dr. KBL Srinivasa, Professor, IIT Kharagpur visited Paharpur and
Mehasi blocks and studied the functioning of these soak pits made in clusters and
found them satisfactory and highly useful for society.

5. Water bodies mapped, entered in revenue records and revived in the District:

Under Jal Jeevan Hariyali Abhiyan launched by Government of Bihar, App based
mapping of water bodies has been done. In East Champaran district, total 2396 public
water bodies have been mapped, of which 686 structures were found encroached.




Presently, with the efforts of district administration, a total of 624 structures have been
freed from encroachment and have been entered accordingly in revenue records of the
district. Revival and renovation of 1033 ponds has been completed in this district in
the years 2019-20 and 2020-21 with active participation from various departments
viz, MNREGA, Minor Irrigation, Fisheries, Agriculture and Panchayati Raj etc.

6. Micro water storage structures created with storage capacity (MST/MIT like
structures:

So far construction of 1053 Farm ponds have been started in Financial year
2020-21, out of which 360 structures have been completed. These farm ponds act as
sources of ground water recharge and are of commercial use. They work as fisheries
ponds, and are source of water for adjacent plough fields. Small check dams have been
constructed on the course of 9 channels. Micro water storage structures are being
created by Rural Development Department, Minor Irrigation Department,
Agriculture Department and Fisheries department.

7. Use of Micro Irrigation and area added during the last year:

Under Jal Jeevan Hariyali Abhiyan, works on 1538 micro water storage structures,
locally called as Pyines have been started. Works on 799 have been completed. These
structures function like weirs and are source of water for connecting agricultural fields,
ponds, Chanwars (place where pyines converge) etc. In year 2020-21 Paharpur block
ofthe district achieved the milestone of rejuvenating total 60 Kms of Pyines.

8. Creation of Rooftop rain water harvesting and traditional rain water
harvesting structures:

Following the guidelines of Jal Jeevan Hariyali Abhiyaan of Government of
Bihar, Rain Water Harvesting structures are being constructed on the rooftops of
public buildings having more than 3000 sq feet roof areas. Structures for Rain Water
Harvesting have been built on 239 School buildings, 28 Hospital buildings and 197
other buildings thus achieving 90% of the target in this area. Each of the structures
created are functional and being maintained by concerned departments.

9. Measures adopted for protecting recharge areas of springs and maintenance of
the quality of Water in the springs and ground water resources:

Several lakes, locally called Maans exist in the land of East Champaran, mostly
in the shape of a horseshoe. These are sources of quality drinking water and are
recharged by small rivers, water canals and other lakes. In the township of Motihari,
the famous lake “Motijheel” is being revived and beautified through a drive by the
district administration.

10. Pollution abatement steps, including recycle and reuse of waste water:

In Bal Ganga area of Sugauli block, problem of liquid water discharge is being
treated through creation of Artificial Recharge Structures into the course of running
water. The recycled water is further sent into plough fields through mini canals. This
is termed as Bal Ganga Project. Similar structures have been planned to recycle and
reuse waste water.




11. Removal of encroachments and illegal infringements by the way of sand
mining, etc. in the Waterways:

So far 624 water bodies have been freed from encroachments under Jal Jeevan
Hariyali Abhiyaan. The present Motijheel drive can be cited here as an example. In
order to remove encroachment, restore its original glory, further beautify it, a special
drive has been launched by the District Administration. In this process more than 200
illegal constructions have been demolished. The district administration is committed
to develop Motijheel as a water sports centre. A Rowing club having different
amenities has been established here. A paver block pathway on its sides is also
planned.

12. Number of trees planted, and maintenance mechanism for survival for trees:

More than 20 Lakhs of plants have been planted in the district in the Financial
Years 2019-20 and 2020-21. The plantation drive has been mainly done under Forest
Department, MNREGA and Jeevika (a government venture) as per their respective
maintenance mechanism due to which more than 90% of trees have survived.

13. Mass sensitization and capacity building in water conservation and
management, including water budgeting:

The district administration has launched projects like Jal Jeevan Hariyali Divas,
Pratyek Gram me Ek Talab, Bihar Earth Day in which the message of water
conservation and water awareness 1s being communicated in all villages. Several
special days have been observed with the theme of Water Conservation and
Plantation. In year 2021, National Girl Child Day was observed on 24" January in
which village girls took participation in plantation of trees on the banks of Ponds,
Canals and Rivers.

14. Leadership and innovative spirit exhibited by the District Administration to
involve the communities in the activities mentioned 3-13 above:

The district administration has organised events like Run for Peace, Motijheel
cleaning drive, Plantation on water bodies, Plantation on National Girl Child Day etc.
All such events become very popular as common public, students, NGOs, Lions and
Commerce clubs voluntarily participated in them. International badminton player
Jwala Gupta participated in “Mini Marathon-Run for Peace” on 15" January 2021,
which had been on the central theme of Jal Jeevan and Hariyali.

15. Creation of tangible & intangible) benefits, Scope of replication and
generation of Awareness:

Due to the steps taken for Water Management and construction of various water
related works done, the water level in East Champaran district has been strengthened
during years 2019-20 and 2020-21. The visible addition to water assets has been
appreciated by the society. These projects are worthy of replication.

Success Story

Saharsa Collectorate Transforms into e-Office

Background

Carved out of the old Bhagalpur district, Saharsa was made the 17" district of
Bihar, with three Sub-divisions — Saharsa Sadar, Madhepura. Eventually, the district
was made Division and the Sub-divisions were upgraded as Districts. This is the
background of Saharsa district.

Manual movement of files and documents in government offices was quite time
taking and untidy process. It created high volume of documentation and in due course
of time the system resulted in waste of sizeable office space and restricted qualitative
human resources utilization. It was, therefore, realised that transparency, data-
security and resource optimization was need of the hour for an efficient office
management process and on that basis this initiative was taken to transform the
traditional office administration into a new e-Office management system.

Adopting e-Office system

Saharsa Collectorate has comprehensibly introduced and perfected the e-Office
process into its administrative functioning. This paperless file management system
with standardized document movement and processing tools has improved our work
efficiency across all sections. This also ensured transparency with better maintenance
of integrity and security of official records. E-office process makes extensive usages
of IT ramifications to replace the traditional ways of handling the documents. The
whole process required making digital copies of all official records as well as creating
digital identity (IDs) of concerned staff and officers on the basis of e-Office
applications software developed by the NIC.

Course of action

The following course of actions was adopted to accomplish this transformation

into paperless system:

(a) This process started with meetings and discussions with all stakeholders to
motivate them for the transition going to take place;

(b) Thereafter, an assessment with reference to requirement of infrastructure and
training was done and the plan of action was prepared,

(c) The process of imparting Training to the staff and officers on e-office platform
was conducted by the Saharsa-based NIC Team;
A total of 528 e-Office IDs of the staff and officers were created and hierarchy
mapping was done;




(e) Scanning offiles from all different sections conducted and migrated to concerned
IDs through NIC with support from State team. On the whole 3 lakh pages and
approximately 5000 files were scanned and converted into digital files;

(f) Gradually all the sections started inter-office movement and processing of files
and letters on the e-Office platform.

Advantages
The following advantages have accrued from transformation of the traditional
system into the paperless regime:

(1) Enhanced transparency — files can be tracked and their status is known if
required;

(i) Increased accountability — the responsibility of quality and speed of decision
making became easier to monitor;

(i11) Security and integrity of data are assured;

(iv) Promoted spirit of innovation in staff to enhance their energy, thus saving time
out of unproductive procedures;

(v) Transformed the government offices work culture and ethics. Now on an average
27 files are disposed per day through this paperless mode. Earlier it used to take 3
to 4 days to process a file and today it is being done within a day;

(vi) Promoted greater collaboration in the workplace, which resulted in effective
knowledge management;

(vii) Ensuring proper following of social distancing norms in administrative offices
under COVID-19 prevention protocol.

Conclusion

While working with the Cooperative Department in Patna, I had the first-hand
experience of the benefits of a department going paperless. It was the first such
department in Bihar to have achieved the feat [in 2020]. When I joined Saharsa as DM
early this year, the first thing I did was to make the office paperless.

A report said: “Walking into the Collectorate in Saharsa, one can easily be
confused. Tables are no longer burdened with dusty files and corridors are no longer
congested by rusty almirahs. Instead, there are laptops all around and e-tracking of
information is the mantra. From the dealing assistant to the district magistrate, the
movement of files has been seamless. That is because Saharsa has become the first
district in Bihar to have gone completely paperless.”

Mr Raj Kumar Singh, RK to his friends, is the second achiever after Mr
Yashwant Sinha (IAS-1960), who has risen to the stature of Union Cabinet Minister
and made the Bihar Cadre of IAS proud. Widely known for honesty, efficiency,
objectivity and no-nonsense attitude, RK Singh has to his credit an enviable trail of
triumphs and singular attainments. With the progress of time, he added feathers, one
after another, to his already bedecked cap.

While posted in Bihar, he served as district magistrate of the historic East
Champaran where Mahatma Gandhi had successfully experimented with the concept
of Satyagrah, and had succeeded in washing out the stains of Indigo. In essence, the
Champaran Satyagrah marked the first phase of the struggle for Indian independence.

RK shall always be remembered with a bountiful of compliments in
recognition of his contributions in the areas of administration and development in
Bihar. The fateful day was 30 October 1990 when, empowered as ADM by the

government of Mr Lalu Prasad,
a secret operation, and arrested
stopping the Rath Yatra from
as principal secretary of the road
2004-09 in the government of
pivotal role in the matter of
bridges in Bihar.

After his retirement in 2013, RK was offered on the basis of his track record a
newly created post of Advisor (Infrastructure) by the government of Mr Nitish Kumar,
but he turned down the offer, perhaps looking for wider vistas. He thereafter joined the
Bharatiya Janata Party. The destiny has not disappointed him.

The tenure of RK Singh in the government of India also was something to be
proud of. It is remarkable that in 1999, the same Mr LK Advani, as Home Minister,
chose him even though he had arrested him nine years back, to work as a joint secretary
in the Home Ministry. By dint of his clean image and reputation, he was selected in
2009 by the then Defence Minister, Mr AK Anthony to head the department of defence
production. For the same reasons, the then Home Minister, Mr P Chidambaram,




known to be a tough taskmaster, brought RK Singh into his Ministry where he served
as Union Home Secretary during 2011-13 and got on well with him at a professional
level. It was a post once held by the redoubtable Mr LP Singh, ICS.

It is relevant to mention here that it was during the tenure of RK Singh as Union
Home Secretary that the infamous 2012 Delhi Gang Rape and Murder' commonly
known as Nirbhaya Case took place. It was also during this period that the convict of
26/11 Mumbai Attack, the terrorist Ajmal Kasab and the convict of Parliament Attack,
Afzal Guru were hanged.

The foray of RK Singh into the arena of politics has been equally packed with
glory. He joined the BJP on 13 December 2013 and was elected with a comfortable
margin from Arrah Lok Sabha constituency in 2014 and again in 2019. On 3
September 2017, he was appointed as Minister of State (Independent Charge) of
Power and New and Renewable Energy. After the 2019 Election, he was again
appointed as Minister of State (Independent Charge) of Power and New and
Renewable Energy and also MOS of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship. After
the last cabinet reshuffle on 7 July 2021, he was elevated to the position of the Union
Power Minister on which he is continuing till date.

Born in a respectable Rajput family of Supaul on 20 December 1952, Raj
Kumar Singh obtained BA (Hons) in English Literature from St Stephen's College,
Delhi, LL.B. from Magadh University and Diploma in Management from the Delft
University of Technology, Netherlands. In 1975, he entered into wedlock with Shiela
Singh, daughter of a respectable family from the proud lineage of former CJI, the Late
Bhuwaneshwar Prasad Singh of village Ghaziapur in Bhojpur district of Bihar. The
couple is blessed with a daughter Shweta and son Samir.

Even though RK has not worked with me during my tenure in the IAS, his
response has always been positive whenever I had occasion to approach him. I admire
him for the unique qualities of his head and heart. Inspired by his positive stance, [ had
once sent a message to him suggesting that just as hydro-power was generated from
'falling' water, the possibility of deriving energy from 'flowing' water should be
explored on the premise that Energy is convertible despite being indestructible and tha
the force of Gravitation imparts energy to the flowing water.

Being an elder, I take the liberty to extend my best wishes to him and pray that
he may live long with health and happiness to contribute more and more towards the
welfare of our Motherland and the wellbeing of its people.

Ifyou have not been bitten by quizzing bug at any point of time, you would
never be able to figure out motivations that keep quizzers going for information
and knowledge - conventional, unconventional and bizarre.
